An additional component of the rebranding is the newly redesigned website and online reservation system, which allows patrons to purchase tickets and season passes online at www.magiktheatre.org.  “While a large part of our goal was to create an easy-to-use online ticketing system, our true vision was to create a dynamic site that is an educational resource for children, parents, and teachers.  Over 50,000 people have visited The Magik Theatre this season, and our site offers audiences an extension of their experience beyond our doors when they leave our theatre.”  
The site was developed by San Antonio web design firm Wickley Interactive, and includes a “Magik Library,” with lists of recommended books, a “Teacher’s Lounge” that will provide teachers with classroom resources and study guides for shows, as well as character blogs and podcast interviews with the actors that will be uploaded for upcoming shows.    Currently in development for an April launch is “Kid’sCentral” - an area that will feature interactive games like “Design-A-Set,” “Write Your Own Music,” and “How to Write a Script.”
