Like the 14 seasons before, audiences can expect a year of unforgettable entertainment, and most importantly, the high-quality production yet affordable cultural arts experience the San Antonio community has come to expect from the Magik Theatre.

Magik Theatre’s 2007-2008 Season opens with a bug’s eye view of life in The Bug Opera, a musical collaboration with the San Antonio Opera that transports children to a land where bugs must learn lessons of survival.  Beloved tales take on a unique twist in the bilingual and historic version of La Cinderella, and the holiday staple The Nutcracker is sure to crack up audiences with this version told through the eyes of comedic legends Abbott and Costello, The Marx Brothers and more in The Nutcracker: A Comic Suite.  Shenanigans abound in the stage version of popular children’s book Junie B. Jones and a Little Monkey Business, while the story of the first well-known Native American heroine takes audiences on a cultural and social exploration in Pocahontas, A Musical.  The summer staple that local residents and visitors love, Phantom of the Alamo, is a hilarious mix of musical theatre and Texas history, and the comical parody of the classic Grimm Brothers tale about the elves and the shoe makers infuses a bit of state pride in The Elves and the South West Texas Cowboy Boot Makers.  New to the Magik Theatre stage is a tale of a young boy’s love for baseball and the journey that takes him back in time to meet and play alongside the best all around hitter and fielder ever to play the game, Honus Wagner, in Honus and Me.  In the modern adaptation of one of the great classic Greek tragedies of all times, Antigone, audiences will share in a young woman’s the tale of passion, love and painful decisions.  Additionally, San Antonians will be treated once again this summer to the Shakespeare in the Park festival, a collaboration with Arts San Antonio.      

Most notably, the Magik Theatre brings Alice, A Rock Opera, back to the stage after originally opening in 1973 and playing to audiences all over the country.  An original work by Executive Director Richard Rosen, this play is based on the entertaining book Alice in Wonderland and was the longest running in San Antonio’s history.  Those who lived in San Antonio in the 60’s and 70’s are sure to experience a trip down memory lane, harkening back to the days when audiences enjoyed the rock opera about Lewis Carroll and his muse Alice while sitting on comfy floor pillows.
