Executive Director Richard Rosen wrote and directed the show that has actors using elaborate puppets for the elf characters, a revolving set, and a live western band that plays on stage throughout the show. “Showdown makes use of all the elements of a typical 50’s western – the high noon express, the town jail and its’ Sheriff, and the ‘Billy-The-Kid’ type characters who find themselves in the middle of some rip roarin’ shenanigans.”    

All of the show’s original music is written by Magik Theatre Musical Director Mark Johnson, and parodies old 50’s western tunes like “Happy Trails” and “Down in the West Texas Town of El Paso.” In staying with the theme of the show, the old western hit “Mule Train” is changed to “Boot Train” and is sung by a chorus of hard working, boot making elves.   
“Showdown at Luke Casey’s Boot Shoppe” opens April 1 and runs through May 3.
